Job 42:1-6 ñThen Job replied to the LORD: óI 
know that you can do all things; no purpose of 
yours can be thwarted.  You asked, óWho is this 
that obscures my plans without knowledge?ô   
Surely I spoke of things I did not understand, 
things too wonderful for me to know. ñYou said, 
óListen now, and I will speak; I will question you, 
and you shall answer me.ô My ears had heard of 
you but now my eyes have seen you. Therefore I 
despise myself and repent in dust and ashes.òô 
 
Job went through a lot of pain, suffering and loss 
because he stayed true to his commitment and trust 
in his Lord.  He lost family, he lost his health, he 
lost the support of his wife (ñcurse God and die!ò 
2:9), and he lost the understanding of his three 
friends who, though well intentioned, gave him 
poor counsel.  At the end of it all he also lost his 
pride, which had become the greatest barrier to    
really knowing and understanding how God was 
working in his life.  He was faithful and enduring 
and demanded an audience with God to plead his 
self-righteous case against all the losses he had  
experienced.  It also indicates that Jobôs response 
to the things that happened in his life was           
obscuring Gods plans.  
 
Notice the conclusion Job expresses: 
 
I know you can do all things 
Your ways cannot be thwarted 
I spoke of things I have no knowledge of, or 
understand, or know 

 
Then the great confession, ñMy eyes had heard of 
you but now my eyes have seen you. Therefore I 
despise myself and repent in dust and ashes.ò The 
term ñrepentò here has more the idea of retraction. 
He had sought to present his case before God, 
ñWhat have I done to deserve your punishment?ò 
But in the presence of God his demands fade away 
to the power of Godôs presence, glory and         
sovereignty.  
 
Here is an important truthé when we truly see 
Him, when we are moved beyond listening and  
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actually ñseeò Him (not physically but spiritually, His 
glory) it causes us to see ourselves as we are which  
results in brokenness and repentance acknowledging 
that we are ignorant and uninformed.  This is the      
precursor to a changed life and a revived life in Christ. 
   
After all the noise of life, both good and bad, fade away 
and we are able to submit to Godôs call to ñbe still and 
know that I am God.ò (Psalm 46:10) the realization of 
who He is and who we are becomes crystal clear. We 
pray for revival, we pray for those who do not know 
Christ as Savior, we pray for disciples to be made and 
grown but do we pray for ñstillnessò and a sensitivity to 
not only hear our Lord but ñseeò Him as he is.
