If that 

is possible with the human body, surely it is possible with the body of 

Christ.

òHealthó is one of those words.  Just hearing it slide off someoneõs 

tongue musters respect, HEALTH.  It is like the word òfamily,ó a word 

strong and meaningful, able to leap tall 

buildings with a single bound. Like the 

word òHarley-Davidson.ó Oops, I digress. I 

am sure that if you researched the word 

most Googled in the last couple of months, 

somewhere on the top of the list would be 

òhealth.ó  What with all of the conversation 

on health care reform dominating the news, I 

bet that if you wrung out nearly any public conversation, the word 

òhealthó would drip out somewhere, and for good reason.  Health is 

important.   

 We usual hang the word òhealthó with òpersonaló since we 

apply it to our personal wellbeing but there are other good 

applications.  Earlier today I participated in a webinar entitled, 

Organizational Health ð A Powerful Advantage .  It was a Table Group 

webinar so the application was to the business and corporate world but 

it could easily be applied to the church world.  The point was made in 

the presentation that an organization can have all of the tactical things 

right such as marketing, strategy, finances, and technology and still 

underperform because of a lack of health.   

 So what does a healthy organization look like?  According to 

The Table Group, a healthy organization has minimal politics that 

control decision-making, has minimal confusion on the purpose and 

process of the organization, has high morale among its employees and 

shareholders, has high productivity and has low turnover.  

 What would those components of a healthy organization look 

like in the church?  Let me take a stab at it.  A healthy church does not 

have competing power blocks through which decisions have to be 

filtered. Everyone in the congregation is clear on the purpose of the 

church, the ministries of the church, each personõs role in the life of the
